I have been using Netscape 4.7 for
the last 1-2 years. Lately, I seem to
be getting a lot of “Application Quit
Unexpectedly” or freezes. At the
last QMUGS meeting on 21 Mar
02, David Morris had a club CD-
ROM for sale with Netscape 6.2.1 installer
on it. So I bought one and gave Netscape
6.2.1 a trial run on my iMac DV 400 MHz.
I run MacOS 9.2.2 on my iMac.

First the basic requirements: MacOS 8.6
or later, PowerPC 604e 266MHz
processor, or G3 or G4 (Basically an iMac
or better. David). You need 36mb of hard
disk space to install the full version. They
recommend 64mb of RAM. For
installation, exit all programs, turn-off the
anti-virus detection software (for me it is
Norton AntiVirus 7.0). If you have a
previous version of Netscape, create a new
folder, like I did, and name it something
like “Netscape 6.2”. The reason for the
new folder is that trying to install this new

version in the same folder as the old
Netscape will, I repeat, will cause
you problems.

To install, double-click on the
“Netscape 6 Installer” and follow

the instructions. Remember to exit all
programs or the installer will not proceed
with the installation. Basically you can
choose the “Easy Install” or “Full Install”. I
chose the “Full Install”. The final folder
size after installation was 30.1mb. This
compares with 31mb for Netscape 4.78 (but
I have many plug-ins), and 11.5mb for
Internet Explorer 5.1. Following
installation, I recommend that you restart
your Mac although Netscape does not
specifically ask you to do so. It is good
practice to follow because it allows your
MacOS to reset all files after the restart.

After installation when you start the
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program for the first time, it will
ask you if you want to import your
old address book (for your email)
and your bookmarks (list of
websites you previously saved).
There are several choices to
choose from. I recommend that you select
the one saying “that you want to import
the old address book and bookmarks but
that you want to retain the originals
(without changing them) the old address
book and bookmarks.” This will allow
you to run both the old and new Netscape
on your computer. Now, several words of
CAUTION/WARNING. I very very
strongly recommend that you DO NOT, I
repeat DO NOT, try to run both versions
of Netscape at the same time since it
would likely cause your computer to
crash or freeze. Next, because you have
imported your old address book and
bookmarks, you now can send and
receive emails from both versions of
Netscape. It can get confusing. I suggest
that after your trialed the new version for
a couple of days or weeks at your
discretion, you decide which version you
like the best and only retain the version
you like the best. Then delete the other

folder. Since your old address
book and bookmarks are located in
the “Preference Folder” within
your “System Folder” you do not
risk losing that information.

I have been using Netscape 6.2.1 for
one week so far and I surf the same web
sites faster and without any crashes to
date. On the other hand, when I surf using
my previous Netscape 4.78 surfing
basically the same websites, I continue to
have some “Application Quit
Unexpectedly” or freezes. So far, I get a
good impression of the new Netscape
6.2.1 and probably will keep it as my
main default browser.

A few more details about how the
program windows look. If you get
confused by the new buttons, dialog
boxes, menus, do not despair. Go to the
Netscape menu, select EDIT, select
PREFERENCES, under CATEGORIES
choose Appearance, select THEMES,
then select CLASSIC if you want
Netscape 6.2.1 to look like Netscape 4.7.

I have found another great little utility. POPmonitor
checks your email account. You can double-click a file
to see the first few lines of text, then you can delete any
or all files. All this BEFORE you download any email.

Recently I noticed that when I used Eudora it went
through the motions of deleting seven extra files each
time. Then I fired up POPmonitor. The only
configuring I had to do was to enter my mail
server’s name, my user name (the first part of
the email address) and my password. I
checked with Eudora to make sure that the
email account was ‘empty’ then ran
POPmonitor. POPmonitor found the seven
files, all junk email, wasting space on the
mail server. I selected all of them and clicked
on Delete Selection. Poof! All gone. I used Eudora
again to check for email and found nothing. Now and
then I use POPmonitor to see what is waiting for me
and delete the unwanted emails.

POPmonitor is great for someone who gets a lot of
spam and doesn’t want to download it.

There is a version that works with Mac
OS 7-9

and a version that works with OS X. About a 950kb to
1mb download and worth every kilobyte. Works on a
PowerPC, ie any Mac with 4 digits int he name (6100,
1400, etc.). http://www.vechtwijk.nl/dev/popmonitor

The only problem I have come across is at
work. There we have several email addresses
filtered through a few actual email accounts. I
can only check the main account, not the
account I use for Production/Sales.

As you can see there are
five emails waiting to be
downloaded, but we only
want the third and fifth
emails.
By holding down the Shift
and Command I can click
on the the emails I want to
delete.

scanned it into Photoshop.

My picture of Victoria was taken on her
1st birthday. It was scanned into
Photoshop 6 and using the Extraction
Tool I took her out of the kitchen
background and placed her and her new
car on Cloud Nine.

"Andrew" was done by first
cropping the picture using the Crop
Tool, using the Rubber Stamp Tool
to clean up the picture and then she
used the Elliptical Marquee around
the picture and inversed it creating
that special effect.



1. Scanned a 2 1/4" by 2 1/4"
negative.

2. Changed from grayscale to
RGB.

3. Made any adjustments using
Levels and other tools.

4. Colorized by isolating areas
by using the Magic Wand or
Magnetic Tools.

5. Choose colors from Color
Palette and filled in chosen
areas.

6. Re-adjusted following step 3.
