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What not to do on a weh page

The Internet, it's everywhere. On business cards, movie trailers, product ads,
everywhere. Creating aweb page isrelatively easy, getting it to look good takes skill
and a bit of design sense. But the focus of my article is not what to do but what not to do
based on my experience of web surfing and design.

Scan your image at 300 dpi and reduce the resolution to 72 dpi, any more is awaste
of time unless you have an image you want to share with others to use.

Try to avoid putting dozens of 5x7's on one page, your target audience may not want
to wait for the last image to load. Create athumbnail image, 2x3 cm or so, that linksto a
larger version.

Onething I find annoying is asingle front page with alarge, fancy image that when
clicked takes you to the main site.

Check your page on Netscape Communicator and MS Internet Explorer, and if
possible on a Windows machine (ask afriend). It may look great on your monitor but
look out of whack on another computer.

| usually avoid italic typeintext. | prefer to useit in a GIF or JPEG.

If you use agraphic asatiled background keep it about 2-5 cm square. A smaller
image will take forever to redraw on a screen. Use a monitor sized one, with little detail,
if you want to have a portrait or similar static image.

Don't usethe BLINK tags.

If you want to use plain text usethe following groups: Helvetica & Arial, Geneva &
Verdana, Times & Times New Roman, Courier & Courier New. The first font isthe
Mac font, the second is the Windows equivalent. The first two sets are sans serif fonts
(like my headline font), the others serif fonts (like this body copy).

If you have afast connection you can view web sites and upload your site quickly
but your intended audience might not have a fast connection. 0

familiar with QuarkXpress then you are sure to master Freeway.

Freeway allows you to set up awhole site, page by page. Y ou have full control over
how text looks, no more setting font faces, you can type your headline in Handel Gothic
and Freeway convertsit into a GIF or JPEG. Linking to other pagesin your siteis easy.
Switching between pages just as easy. Y ou can import GIFs, JPEGs and text.

Freeway has afew tools for creating boxes, and ovals. The word balloon is created
with ovals and the bezier tool.

Images can be cropped and scaled. Links added with ease.

Text can be rotated to any angle and even mirrored. Plusit isfully editable at any
time. No more creating a fancy header graphic in Photoshop again and again when you
need changes.

Freeway saves a master file and you 'print’ aweb site.

Once you read the manual (manual?) it is easy and fun to use. It opens up the
possiblities of web design.

Do you have afew extensions or control panels you'd
like to throw out but you're not sure whether the system
needs them. Or you heard of an extension and you
wonder if you could useit.

Extension Overload is an application that can control
your extensions, control panels, fonts, and give you
descriptions of them. Besides getting a description you
can turn them on and off.

Extension Overload also has a very large database of
extensions and control panels from almost everyone.
Most everything from System 6 days to now. Find out

more than you thought possible about
Sprockets, Libs, et cetera.

It even has a searchabl e database of
those dreaded Error Codes. Search by code number or
name. From what | have found with any program that
tried to de-mystify error codes, they didn't. Extension
Overload doesn't either, but that's not its forte.

Y ou can use Extension Overload to examine your
Extensions or Control Panel folders. It even found the
ObjectSupport Lib, that Eudorainstalls but Mac OS 8.5
doesn't need, and offered to trash it.

Problem: | needed more
desktop space than my monitor
permits. | can't afford amulti-
sync monitor which will switch
from 72 dpi to 90 dpi, giving me
a'larger’ desktop. The alternative
was software, in this case a
freeware program called 'Virtual
Desktop'. | downloaded the
current version and ran the
program which installed an
extension to help it to its voodoo.

Now when | go to that web site
that needs afew more pixelsin
height | can run Virtual Desktop,
hit afew preset keysand | have
extra desktop space likein the
image at the right. | can now
make any program's window
(except Finder windows shown)
bigger or move them lower or
further off the main desktop (left,
right, up or down).

Another Problem: A friend of mine gave me a
CD with some web sites burnt on it. Although he can
access the pages and images OK, | couldn't. He has a
Windows machine and Apple hadn't made an extension
to read the long file names from a Windows machine.
So when | put the CD in my CD-ROM drive| get:

ALIEN4~1.HTM

ARCHIV~1LHTM
AREA51~1.HTM
AREA51~2.HTM

The"~" means that the name has been trunicated,
shortened to the "8.3" convention (eight character
name, a period and a three character extension so that
the DOS computer would know what program should
open the file) of the old DOS days. Thanks Apple.
When you click alink in aweb browser the file hasto
have the EXACT name as specified in the html file.

| found the solution in the April issue of MacAddict.
A reader wrote they had the same problem. In aflash |

went to the web site and downloaded the file.

After installing the three files, an extension, a control
strip module and a context menu module and a quick
restart later | get:

diend.html
archive.html
areabl.html
areablofficer.html

Odd that the first three files have 7 or less characters
and yet the Mac OS mucked them up.

I have been using versions of Netscape

Navigator and Netscape Communicator

as my primary mean to download files

from the internet. Most of the time, it

works as advertised. But lately, when |

downloaded large files (usually bigger
than 9-10M) the download takes place but the file does
not get saved to the hard disk and this frustrated me. So
| looked for an alternate way to download the larger
type files[in this specific case | was trying to download
the latest version of Netscape Communicator 4.7.6, file
size 15.6M]. A fellow club member (Heinz Czychun)
mentioned that Fetch could be used to download (get
afile from the internet) or upload (post files on the
internet).

The procedure to download from Netscape is straight
forward: you go to the web site and navigate until you
find the "Download" hyperlink or button containing the
files or programs you want to download, then using the
mouse, you click and the download procedure starts by
itself. A "Download Progress Window" appears
containing basically three items: Current Download
Rate, eg 3.1K/sec; Time Remaining to download
subject file and a progress bar showing the relative
percentage of the download that is compl eted.

In this case, | went to http://www.download.com,
searched for Netscape Communicator, it gave me 12
possible downloadable files and | choose the latest
version 4.76 and it brought me to the URL given below
and started the download. | let the download start and
copied theline
containing the ftp site
given below to a
SimpleText file: ftp://
ftp.netscape.com/pub/
communicator/english/
4.76/mac/
complete install/

‘word', no breaks)

The window, bottom left, contains four
places where you have to enter
information. (Shortcuts is a popup that
you can use to access saved bookmarks)

Theway | filled them was as follows:

Host: ftp://ftp.netscape.com

User | D: Anonymous

Password: pierrenaud@sympatico.ca (my home
email, but use your own when accessing FTP sites)

Directory: /pub/communicator/english/4.76/mac/
complete install/ (to get the underscore character type
Shift and the dash from the top row of keys)

It then gave me awindow containing alist of filesin
that directory and | selected Comm4.76_Complete
_USbin, then clicked on "Get Fil€e".

| then click on the OK button and the download
started with the following progress window opening:

Overall, it took basically the same amount of time to
download the file with either program but Fetch allowed
me to save the file to the hard disk from the start while
Netscape kinds of keep it in memory (somewhere) until
thefinal "End of File" indication tellsit to close thefile
being downloaded.

Editor's Notes: Fetch 3.0.3 also alowsyou to
resume a download that was broken, provided the server
will allow it and you do it in the same session.

Y ou can drag afile from Fetch's main window, below,
to any folder or the desktop.
